Sandy’s (not NEAD’s) Answers/Rationale to Globingo
1. Our Multicultural language - Pyjamas is Hindu (or Persian), Hammock is a Carib word. Is there an English language?  Isn’t everyone African (earliest remains in Tanzania, Ethiopia, South Africa!!)?

2. Comic Relief annually raises an estimated £25 million for Africa  ...... in 24 hours. But it takes just 8 hours (or less) for the same amount of money (not the Comic Relief money) to come straight back to the north in Debt Relief!!! ie more than 3 times as much comes back in debt repayments than is given in North-South Aid. The British Government is working on debt relief - but many believe not quickly enough. Support Jubilee 2000, Christian Aid, Oxfam, etc etc.

3. A recent TV programme – ‘100% English’, Channel 4, 13/11/06 – traced the DNA of a number of people who considered themselves totally English – the results were surprising. It showed that virtually all of us are from different parts of Europe and other parts of the world. Not surprising if you trace it all back – we are Africans – first human remains are to be found in Kenya, Ethiopia or Southern Africa. 

4. The 3 issues that Make Poverty History and Live 8 focused on were Aid, Trade and Debt – whilst the G8 made some progress on Aid, the promises on Debt and Trade (probably the most important issues) disappointed many campaigners – what should we do now?
5. Globalisation and Trade. We are all global consumers, but how much do we know about the conditions they are made in. You do have power as consumers; if you are aged 15 now, you could spend over half a million pounds in the next 25 years –  how you use it is important.
6. The second most widely spoken language in Britain today is Urdu.  This is the language of Pakistan, which is a predominantly Muslim country.

7. 25% of the world’s population – over 1.5 billion people – live on less than 60p a day. This means that approx 800 million kids go to bed hungry every night. We live in an increasingly unequal world.
8. Not slaves or salt, gold, ivory, etc, but Books – Timbuctoo was the site of one of the first Islamic Universities. We need to learn and celebrate all histories (not just British/European), all too often world histories are ignored in schools. It is an important aspect of our heritage both positive and negative.
9. A recent Home Office study carried out in 2002 said that migrants, including refugees and asylum seekers, are far from being a burden on UK taxpayers. On the contrary, in 1999-2000 they made a net fiscal contribution of £2.5 billion – worth 1p on Income Tax. Also in relation to host country’s size, population and wealth, Britain ranks 32nd in the world in taking in Asylum Seekers - 1st is Iran, 2nd Burundi & 3rd Guinea.
