Sandy’s Answers/Rationale to Globingo

1. Our Multicultural language - Pyjamas is Hindu (or Persian), Hammock is a Carib word. Is there an English language?  Isn’t everyone African (earliest remains in Tanzania, Ethiopia, South Africa!!)
2. The second most widely spoken language in Britain today is Urdu.  This is the language of Pakistan, which is a predominantly Muslim country.

3. It is difficult to give an accurate figure some estimates are as high as 50 million but a more accepted figure is 15 million. The vast majority of these were young men and women (not the children or elderly). Vast areas of Africa were denuded of their most productive and fertile people –  making Africa poor, but the slave trade was also a crucial financial support for the Industrial Revolution - making Western Europe and North America rich. 
4. The 3 Issues that Make Poverty History and Live 8 focused on were Aid Trade and Debt – whilst the G* made some progress on Aid, the promises on Debt and Trade (probably the most important issues) disappointed many campaigners – what should we do now?.

5. Globalisation and Trade. We are all global consumers, but how much do we know about the conditions they are made under. You do have power as consumers you could spend over half a million pounds in the next 25 years –  how you use it is important.

6. 1,200 an hour – The population of an average secondary school like yours!! “Every 3 seconds, (that’s the time it takes to click a finger) a child dies unnecessarily as a result of extreme poverty. That’s 30,000 deaths every day” Oxfam Make Poverty  - also But just 2-3% (UNICEF ) figures for malnutrition  – influence of media, Aid Agencies etc . BUT still 25% of the worlds population – over 1.5 billion people (approx 800 million kids) go to bed hungry every night – live below the UN poverty line – live on less than a dollar  a day. We live in an increasingly unequal world
7. The kink in the otherwise straight Kenya/Tanzania border is because in 1896 Queen Victoria gave Mount Kilimanjiro to her nephew Kaiser Wilhem as a birthday present. Colonial arrogance, inhumanity, borders, slavery etc  – caused underdevelopment and current conflicts!?!.  How much do we know about African (or Asian, Latin American, etc) history and its achievements. What were the effects of slavery, colonisation and neo-imperialism on those societies – underdevelopment!   
8. Not Slaves or Salt, Gold, Ivory etc but Books – Timbuctoo was the site of one of the first Islamic Universities Black History Month in October – a national event with lots of events in Norwich. We need to celebrate Black History since it is often ignored in many schools and it is an important aspect of our heritage both positive and negative
9. These are all Nestle products - these and many more. Nestle is the subject of a world wide boycott campaign (UNICEF, Oxfam, Christian Aid, WCC etc.) as a result of its aggressive marketing of ‘modern ‘western’ baby milk powder. This is in places where there is little access to clean water & sterilisation and where more traditional, cheaper and hygienic solution (Mothers milk straight from the breast) - would give babies a better chance.   Boycotts & Campaigns  do work, people have power .... support them!
