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A Global messenger is:

· Someone who believes that we need to create a fairer and more just world.
· Believes that it is vital for young people in our schools to acquire the necessary knowledge, skills and attitudes to become active and responsible global citizens in our increasingly multicultural and globalising world. 

· Visits schools and has contacts with teachers in the normal course of their work, thereby sharing ideas about increasing global awareness 
The Global Messengers Project is managed by Norfolk Education & Action for Development (NEAD). NEAD staff aims to support Global Messengers by:
· Providing them with up to date information, contacts, teaching resources, etc, about a range of local/global issues (see below) which might be useful to teachers, schools, other educational institutions, etc.
· Enabling networking opportunities between Global Messengers either virtually (via email, internet, etc) or through networking forums.
· Co-ordinating initiatives and ideas so that knowledge and skills can be shared amongst Global Messengers to avoid replication and reinventing of the wheel and make best use of joint resources, knowledge, skills and contacts.  
N.B. we hope that this will not be extra work for the Global Messengers apart from making use of the support and identifying opportunities to use this. Of course if you want extra work then …..  we will support you to get more involved  and help increase the output and management of the project. 
Local/global issues can encompass a wide range of issues including, for example: 
· International Development Issues: trade, aid, debt, the need for poverty reduction in our world, HIV/Aids, conflict.
· Sustainable Development Issues: interconnections & interdependence, global climate change, deforestation, cultural appreciation, globalisation.
· Diversity and Human Rights Issues: race awareness, refugees, asylum seekers, economic migrants, gender. 

N.B:  this is not an exclusive list - there are many other potential issues that can be identified – we want this to be an organic project which grows with its ideas. 
Also many of these issues are connected – we often need to understand the web that connects many of the issues if we are to create a better and more sustainable local/global society.
