An Active Citizenship Opportunity for Schools

A month ago Norfolk Education & Action for Development (NEAD) organised a day conference on Active Global Citizenship for 100+ secondary school students – mostly from Suffolk schools. The overwhelming response to this from the students was extremely positive: They were more informed and empowered:  “It was a fun day, the workshops were great and it was good that we planned things we would do at school …….. It gave me lots of information I didn’t know ……… I will change the world ….... I now know that I can make a difference”. (N.B. Further student and teacher evaluation comments overleaf.)

The 1st Norfolk Students for Global Action Conference will take place on Friday February 9th 2007 at The Hewett School (south Norwich) for year 8 & 9 students.

This event is being co-organised by NEAD and Norfolk Children’s Services. It will offer your students:

· Activities and workshops to develop their understanding about our increasingly interdependent and multicultural world. The workshops will be led by experienced educational staff from local and national NGO’s such as Oxfam, Action Aid, Save the Children, CAFOD, UNICEF, etc;

· An opportunity to explore and develop their own ideas as to how to make themselves, their schools and their communities more globally aware, responsible and active;

· Post conference support to put their developed Action Plans into practice. Extra support (up to a maximum of the equivalent of 2 days) will be provided to your students by NEAD staff and others.

We believe that the conferences will positively address current educational priorities such as Every Child Matters, Gifted and Talented provision, as well as Active Citizenship. 

This opportunity is being offered to all secondary schools in Norfolk. Places are limited to a maximum of 16 students per school. Only the first 10 schools to respond will be guaranteed places.  NEAD and Norfolk Children’s Services are meeting the main costs of the conference, but we are asking for a contribution of £10 per pupil.
